LEADER:
  Let us pray. Lord give us the gift of wisdom that we may know you dearly. We    

have many  important decisions to make that will affect us for the rest of our   

lives. Grant us a wisdom which can help us see people and situations as You 

see people and situations in our daily experiences so that we may live in 

accord with your will for our lives. Amen.

WISDOM GROUP:
 Lord, strengthen us with the gift of Wisdom. St. Paul tells us in his letter from 1  

                                           Corinthian that: “There is, to be sure, a certain wisdom which we express 

                                           among the spiritually mature. It is not a wisdom of this age, however, not of the  

                                           rulers of this age, who are people headed for destruction. No, what we utter is   

                                           God’s wisdom: a mysterious, hidden wisdom. God planned it before all ages for 

                                           our glory.”

 ALL:
Spirit, come transform us, be our helper, be our guide.

LEADER:
It is your spirit alive and active within us that gives us an understanding heart. Help us to be sensitive to listening and responding to the needs of others. Amen.

UNDERSTANDING GROUP:
Lord, renew us with the gift of Understanding. St. Paul shares with us in his letter to the Philippians: “My prayer is that your love may more and more abound, both in understanding and wealth of experiences. So that with a clear conscience and blameless conduct you may learn to value the things that really matter, up to the very day of Christ.”

ALL:
Spirit, come transform us, be our helper, be our guide.

LEADER:
Lord, protect us from deception and lies. Let us live in the truth. Amen.

KNOWLEDGE GROUP:
Strengthen us with the gift of Knowledge. Listen to the words from 1 John: “We belong to God and anyone who has knowledge of God gives us a hearing; while anyone who is not of God refuses to hear us. Thus do we distinguish the spirit of truth from the spirit of deception.” Lord, there are so many things in our lives that influence the way we use our time, and the way we perceive people and situations. Renew the gift of knowledge so that in all we may know that you are the way, the truth and the life.

ALL:
Spirit, come transform us, be our helper, be our guide.

LEADER:
Let us pray, merciful Lord. You are always waiting for us to come to you and share our mistakes, our failures, our sinfulness. You judge us not guilty. Lord, teach us the spirit of Right Judgement in all our relationships. Amen.

RIGHT JUDGEMENT GROUP:
Lord, send us the gift of Right Judgement. A word from the Gospel of Luke: “Do not judge others, and God will not judge you. Do not condemn others, and God will not condemn you; forgive others and God will forgive you. Give to others and God will give to you. Indeed you will receive a full measure, a generous helping poured into your hands—all that you can hold. The measure you use for others is the one God will use for you.”

ALL:
Spirit, come transform us, be our helper, be our guide.

LEADER:
Lord, you are holy indeed. Let us bow before you as a sign of reverence (bow / pause).

REVERENCE GROUP:
Lord, strengthen us with the gift of Reverence. Listen to God’s word from Ephesians 5:18-21: “Be filled with the Spirit, addressing one another in psalms and inspired songs. Give thanks to God the Father in the name of our Lord, Jesus Christ. Defer to one another out of reverence for Christ.”

ALL:
Spirit, come transform us, be our helper, be our guide.

LEADER:
Let us praise the Lord for this gift of Courage: Be not afraid. I go before you always. Come, follow me. And I will give you rest.

COURAGE GROUP:
Lord, renew us with the gift of Courage. Listen to God’s Word speaking to you from Daniel: “Fear not, beloved, you are safe, take courage and be strong.” Then Isaiah tells us: “God indeed is my Savior; I am confident and unafraid, my strength and courage is the Lord!”

ALL:
Spirit, come transform us, be our helper, be our guide.

LEADER:
Lord, fill us with wonder and awe in your presence. We thank you for being here with us. Let us praise you always. Amen.

WONDER & AWE GROUP:
Lord, teach us the gift of Wonder and Awe. Now listen to the account of Jesus’ appearance following His resurrection from Luke 24:36-41: “The Lord himself stood among them and said to them, ‘Peace be with you’. They were terrified, thinking that they were seeing a ghost. But he said to them, ‘Why are you alarmed? Why are there doubts coming up in your minds?’ Look at my hands and my feet and see that it is myself. Feel me, and you will know, for a ghost doesn’t have flesh and bones, as you can see I have.”

ALL:
Spirit, come transform us, be our helper, be our guide.

LEADER:
Dear God, we gather to remember how generous you are with your special gifts of love: Wisdom, Knowledge, Understanding, Right Judgement, Courage, Reverence, Wonder and Awe. For each of these seven gifts which you have blessed us with in our Baptism and as we prepare to deepen our awareness in Confirmation, we thank you. Strengthen us to live more faithfully and more lovingly to choose life over death, truth over lies, and peace over hatred. We offer this prayer to you Heavenly Father through Jesus Christ in the fellowship of the Holy Spirit.
