Handout for Sponsors 
 

You have been chosen to sponsor one of our candidates for Confirmation in our parish. What an honour! 

This means that you are regarded as a person of example, a person someone looks up to as a model Christian, someone who can be counted on for support and guidance! 

What is a Sponsor? 
Sponsors always ask: “What do I have to do?” The more important question is “Who do you have to be?” Your role is invaluable in the Confirmation candidate’s life. Being a sponsor for someone (either at Baptism or at Confirmation) means living as an example of Jesus’ life and message. It 
means guiding another person with support and challenge as they make the 
commitment to live out their Baptismal call as full members of the Church. 
This is certainly an awesome task. It is important that you continue your own faith journey. 
We invite you to find time in your life to develop your companionship with this candidate so that you can deepen the relationship of trust and respect that you already have. 

As a sponsor, you do not only act on your own behalf. By your care and example for the candidate, you also symbolize and represent the care and support of the larger Christian community. You represent the Church. 

We invite you to talk to your candidate about their experiences of Church and what the Sacrament of Confirmation means to them. Ask them what they talk about in class, what they learned and how they felt about it.
