This is a very sacred time in our Church, a time that we have been waiting for and preparing for during Lent. We remember what Jesus has done for us so that we might live in God’s friendship forever.
This is a Holy time, let us stop and remember Ngapuny………(pause)

Let us start with the sign of the cross. 

Year 5/6 
The Last Supper: (Students to dramatize-)   Set up table and chairs
Narrator (Student): This special story of the Last Supper is another story from the Bible. On Holy Thursday Jesus came together with his friends and they ate together he gave them the Bread and wine and he said: 

(student) "Here is my body,  (Hold up Bread)
"And here is my blood. (Hold up wine-Red Cordial) 
"It will make you free.
"When you do this," he said,
"remember me." 

Washing of the feet. Basins of water, towel
Elders and ATA’s seated at front, Students playing part of disciples wash their feet. 

Narrator (Student): When supper was over, Jesus got up from the table, wrapped a towel over his shoulder, and poured some water into a bowl. He began to wash the feet of each of his disciples, even though Peter objected. Jesus was giving an example of service to others.

Stations of the Cross 2018
To be done as a series of freeze frames accompanied by narration below

Lyndsay doing a Drum beat in between each station as a cloth is pulled up and students prepare for each station
Jesus- Chance

Pontius Pilot- Vincent 

3x Soldiers- Jarman, Jimmy, Otis

Mary- Mary 

2x women- Mackenzie & Anne 

Crowd- Tiarny, Iris, Mackenzie, Anne 

Simon- Kingsley 

Veronica- Saedi 

The First Station -Jesus Is Condemned To Death.
Pontius Pilate told Jesus he was going to be crucified even though he was he did nothing wrong. Jesus didn’t say anything.
Warmun -  Our ancestor mob at Mistake Creek were killed and they had not done anything wrong.
The Second Station-Jesus Takes Up His Cross.
Next, the soldiers gave Jesus a heavy wooden cross to carry through the streets.

Warmun- Our grandparents remember carrying water long distances. Even though it was difficult they did it so their children could have water to drink
The Third Station -Jesus Falls The First Time.
As Jesus walked along the streets with his cross, many people gathered to look at him.

Warmun- Sometimes its shame to answer questions in class when its wrong. It’s like falling over and kids laugh at me, but I get up again and I try again.

The Fourth Station-Jesus Meets His Mother.
Jesus’ mother Mary was there, too. She came out of the crowd and went up to him. 
Warmun -  Thanks Ngapauny for the people in my life that are like a mum to me, my Mum, Grandma, Aunties and other family.

Song: Kija Good Friday (3)

The Fifth Station-Simon Helps Jesus Carry His Cross.
The soldiers could see that Jesus was getting tired. They asked a man named Simon to help Jesus carry the cross.
Warmun -  None of our Kija mob are nurses, so people leave their country to help us at Warmun to carry our sickness.

The Sixth Station-Veronica Wipes The Face Of Jesus.
A good woman named Veronica came up to Jesus and wiped his face. 

This was the same kind of comfort which Jesus had given to so many others.

Warmun -  Our elders are like Veronica. They care for us mob and teach us about kindness
The Seventh Station-Jesus Falls The Second Time.
By now Jesus was very tired, and he fell again

Warmun - Sometimes we go through hard times and we try to make good choices. At times we make mistakes but we keep trying and we get back up again. 
 The Eighth Station- Jesus Meets Some Women.
There were some women standing along the street. They were friends of Jesus. They loved him very much
Warmun – There’s a lot of suffering in our community like the time of Jesus. Sometimes people have no feed at night, the houses get full. We can be like Jesus and help each other in the community by giving our friends feed and looking after each other. 

The Ninth Station- Jesus falls A Third Time.
By this time Jesus could hardly walk. He fell a third time.

He probably felt he couldn’t go on anymore.

Warmun -  Sometimes I try really hard at my school work but still make mistakes when I read. I want to give up sometimes but like Jesus if I keep going it will be OK.

The Tenth Station-Jesus Is Stripped Of His Clothes.

Jesus, the soldiers, and the people came to Calvary. The soldiers stripped off his outer robe

Warmun -  Some of our mob were stripped of their family during the time of the Stolen Generation.

Sometimes kids strip things from me. They take away my ball, they tease me. 
It’s hard, just like it was hard for Jesus to be stripped.
The Eleventh Station- Jesus Is Nailed To The Cross.
The soldiers nailed Jesus to the cross. Jesus prayed to his Father in heaven: “Father forgive them”.

Warmun -  Our Sorry tree reminds us of our ancestors who  were whipped at that tree. They said SORRY and I can say sorry too.

The Twelfth Station- Jesus Dies On The Cross.
After three hours on the cross, Jesus died.

This was very sad, and we recall this event every year 

This day is called Good Friday

Warmun -  Many of our ancestors died in a horrible violent way just like Jesus. We remember them too today.

 Song: Look at the Cross- Michael Mangan (Sing your Joy CD #18)
The Thirteenth Station-Jesus Is Taken Down From The Cross.
The body of Jesus was taken down from the cross. His mother Mary held him in her arms

Mary remembered holding Jesus when he was a baby.

A big tear fell down her cheek. 

Warmun – Sometimes to cry is like shame. But it’s not shame – it’s how I feel and there are family and teachers that hug me and help me feel better.

The Fourteenth Station - Jesus Is Buried.
Jesus’ body was washed and wrapped in a clean sheet. Then he was buried. His tomb was in a little cave. A large stone blocked the entrance to the tomb. A soldier was told to stand guard.

Warmun -  I have family buried at Warmun Cemetery – I go there and remember them.
Today we remember the sacred story of Jesus’ life. His Last Supper with his disciples, his suffering and death on the cross. We know that Jesus lived, died and rose again so that we can be really happy and live in right friendship with God, with each other and with all creation, now and forever. 
Amen. Finish with the sign of the Cross
